Versus Texas

+ This will be the first time long-time rivals Arkansas and first-year SEC
member Texas have played each other while being in the same conference
since the Razorbacks beat the Longhorns, 120-89, to win the 1991 SWC
Tournament Championship in Dallas.
~ Arkansas faced Texas at least twice a year, every year, from the 1923-
24 season (Arkansas' first year of basketball) until the 1990-91 season as
members of the Southwest Conference.

+ Overall, Arkansas and Texas have met on 155 previous occasions. The only
other program the Hogs have played more is Texas A&M at 169 meetings
thanks to the Aggies joining the SEC for the 2012-13 season (12 years).

+ Arkansas leads the all-time series versus Texas, 87-68, but the Longhorns
lead 43-27 in games played in Austin.

+ Texas won the last meeting and has won five of the last seven. However,
Arkansas has won 32 of the last 47 dating back to the 1974-75 season.

- The programs have only met six times since Arkansas left the Southwest
Conference after the 1990-91 season. The last meeting between the
programs was the 2018-19 season opener at Fort Bliss in El Paso, Texas, for
the ESPN Armed Forces Classic. Texas won 73-71in overtime.

Versus Texas Il

+ While technically, this is the first time Arkansas and Texas have met on the
hardwood since the 2018-19 season opener when the programs faced off in
the ESPN Armed Forces Classic in EI Paso. HOWEVER, the teams did meet
on Oct. 29, 2022, in a charity exhibition to play the first public event in the
short history of the Moody Center. Arkansas was preseason #10 and Texas
was preseason #12 heading into that exhibition game.
~ Texas won that exhibition, 90-60. The Longhorns scored first, led from
wire-to-wire and outscored the Hogs 25-5 to start the second half to put
the game out of reach.
~ Arkansas featured then freshmen and current NBA veterans Anthony
Black, Jordan Walsh and Nick Smith Jr., as well as NBA vet Ricky Council
IV. Current Hog Trevon Brazile started that game(played 14:38 and scored
three pints with one rebound) and walkon Lawson Blake played the final
three minutes.

The Win at Kentucky

- Arkansas is coming off an 89-79 win at #12 Kentucky.
~ The Hogs have won 3 of their last four trips to Rupp Arena.
* Coach Calipari improved to 6-0 as a college head coach when playing a
team ranked #12 in the AP poll.
~ Arkansas made 13 3-pointers, its 2nd-best total of the season (15
vs UMES) and ties for the most versus a ranked opponent in a true road
game. In the previous two games, Arkansas only made 12 3-pointers.
~ Arkansas shot 52% (13-0f-25) from deep. It was the team's best
performance from long range in nearly 3 years to the date when the
Hogs made 53.6% (15-0f-28) at Georgia on Feb. 2, 2022. Overall, it ranks as
the fifth-best, single-game performance from deep (min 25 attempts) in
school history.
* Arkansas made 32 field goals. In the previous two games combined,
the Hogs made 38.
" Thanks to making shots, Arkansas dished out 17 assists — its most in
an SEC this year. In the previous two games, Arkansas had 16 assists.
~ Arkansas had 10 steals, snapping a 15-game spell with having less
than 10. It was the team’s best in an SEC game and first time to have
double-digit thefts since getting 15 vs Little Rock in game five. (NOTE:
Arkansas had double-digits steals in 4 of the first five games of the year.)

« The saying is, “you can't always go home.” Coach Calipari, Adou Thiero, D.J. Wagner and Zvonimir lvisic proved you can.
~ Coach Calipari improved to 235-27 as a head coach in Rupp Arena (0-1 at UMass, 0-1 at Memphis, 234-25 at UK and 1-0 at
Arkansas).
~ Adou Thiero led the Razorbacks with 21 points - a career best in an SEC game - and three steals - a career-best in an SEC
game - while adding a team-best eight rebounds.
~ D.J. Wagner scored 17 points to tie a season-high and led the team with a season-high eight assists.
~ Zvonimir lvisic scored 14 points as he made four 3-pointers, a career-best in an SEC game.

~ Arkansas only had one blocked shot in the Georgia win. Adou Thiero swatted a layup attempt with 1:34 left and it
played a huge role in the Hogs' win.
~ Arkansas had 11 rejections vs Troy, 10 each versus Oakland and Tennessee, and nine each versus both UCA and NC A&T.

~ In SEC games, Arkansas is shooting just 39% from the field and has fallen to 78th in the NCAA at 46.8% overall.
~ HOWEVER, at Kentucky, Arkansas shot 55.2% from the field, the team's best performance in an SEC game this
season, In fact, Arkansas had shot 39% or worse from the field in 6 of the first 7 SEC games. The lone exception was shooting
44% at Mizzou.

+ The Hogs' SEC overall percentage has suffered due to the Razorbacks shooting just 28.5% from 3-point range.

¢ For the season, Arkansas is shooting 54.8% (429-0f-783) from 2-point range.

Playing Short Handed

+ Arkansas has had at least one of its top 9 players miss a game or not be fully healthy 16 times this year. Most recently Boogie
Fland missed the Georgia, Oklahoma and Kentucky games after having surgery on his thumb.
~ Arkansas is 13-3 this year when the rotation has been shortened to 8 or more.
* Arkansas is 0-5 when each of its top 9 players were fully available and healthy.

Fland Has Thumb Surgery

« Arkansas freshman gquard Boogie Fland had successful
surgery on Jan. 22 to repair an injury to his Ulnar Collateral
Ligament (UCL) on his right thumb, performed by Dr. Bob
Hotchkiss at Hospital for Special Surgery in New York City.

« The injury originally occurred in Arkansas' game against
Florida (Jan. 11) and he attempted to play through it over
the Razorbacks' past two games (at LSU and at Missouri).

« After consulting with team physicians and multiple hand
specialists, surgery was selected as the best option for full
recovery.

« There is no timetable for his return. Fland will begin his
rehab immediately and will continue to work with the
training staff at the University of Arkansas.

« Fland started the first 18 games of the season for the
Razorbacks and was leading the SEC in minutes played
per game (34:07). As of Jan. 20, Fland:
~ was second on the team in scoring (15.1).
~ led all NCAA freshmen in assist-turnover ratio (3.68).
~ ranked eighth overall in the NCAA and first in the SEC in
assist-turnover ratio.

A led all NCAA freshmen in assists per game (5.72)

~ ranked 29th overall in the NCAA in assists per game.

A tallied 103 total assists with just 28 turnovers.

~ was shooting 36.5% from 3-point range and 83.9% from
the free throw line.

~ led the team in scoring six times (second-best on the
team) and led the team in assists in 16 of his 18 games.

Trevon Brazile hit a 3-pointer and
two free throws to cut the Razorback deficit to 10 (48-38) and to start a 35-17 Arkansas run to end the game in the 68-65
victory.

ON-COURT SUCCESS

A "players-first” coach whose biggest goal is helping people reach their dreams, John Calipari, a Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of
Famer, has guided six teams to the Final Four, led one to a national championship and helped 58 players earn selection in the NBA Draft
during his 32-year college coaching career.

Calipari took UMass to the Final Four in 1996, guided Memphis to the National Championship game in 2008 and led Kentucky to four Final
Fours - including the 2012 National Championship, to become only the second coach in NCAA history to lead three different schools to the
Final Four. He has racked up more than 850 on-court victories, 23 NCAA Tournament appearances, six Final Fours and numerous National
Coach of the Year honors.

At every collegiate stop, Calipari's career has been successful throughout, but his 10-year stretch at Kentucky (2009-19) was among the
best decades in NCAA history, reaching four Final Fours (with a 2012 championship and 2014 national runner-up), seven Elite 8 berths and
nine trips to the Sweet 16.

The 2015 campaign was highlighted by Coach Cal directing the first ever college basketball team to own a 38-0 record (before falling in the
Final Four) and became one of just three coaches to make four Final Fours in a five-year span. At the end of that 2015 season, Calipari became
the 96th coach to join the Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame.

Coach Cal has led three teams to an NCAA-record 38 wins on the court in a season (once at Memphis and twice at Kentucky), led the NCAA
in wins six times (at least once at UMass, Memphis and Kentucky) and tallied 29, 20-win seasons (including 11 30-win campaigns). With his
sustained success, Coach Cal received the John R. Wooden Award Legends of Coaching honor in 2024.

While building a program out of obscurity at UMass and returning Memphis and Kentucky to national contenders, he has totaled the sec-
ond-most wins in NCAA history in the first 20 years of a college coaching career.

PLAYER SUCCESS

Quite honestly, though, Calipari's on-court success overshadows a much more significant picture.

In his goal to lead a players-first program, he has helped 61 young men realize their dreams by earning NBA Draft selections. He has had
four No. 1 overall picks, which are more than any other coach, and a total of 43 first-round picks. In 2010, he had a record five first-round draft
picks. Two years later, six of his players heard their names called at the 2012 draft, the most in the two-round draft era. Them in 2015, Cal
would have six picks again, including a record-tying four lottery selections.

Calipari's players have entered the league NBA-ready. His players have garnered 39 All-Star selections, including a record-breaking seven
in 2024, with Anthony Davis winning the game’s MVP honor in 2017. Derrick Rose was named NBA MVP in 2011. Nine of his players have been
tabbed All-NBA (16 times), three have been named NBA Rookie of the Year and 18 players have made the NBA All-Rookie teams. He is the only
coach in history to have a player win each of the NBA's major honors: MVP, Rookie of the Year, Most Improved Player, Sixth Man of the Year
and Clutch Player of the Year.

While producing top-noth talent, Calipari has stressed academics at each of his stops. At UMass, nearly 80% of his players graduated.
Seventeen of his last 20 seniors at Memphis earned their bachelor's degrees. All 33 players at UK who were eligible to graduate by the end
of their senior years walked away with a diploma in hand, including five players who earned their degree in just three years. Calipari's teams
routinely have posted a combined team grade-point average of 3.0 or better.

COMMUNITY SUCCESS

Calipari has raised millions of dollars to help the lives of those in need. He has had a particular passion to assist those impacted by natural
disasters. For instance, in 2010, he used a telethon to raise more than $1 million for victims of the devastating earthquake in Haiti. He followed
that up with telethons in 2012, raising $1million for victims of Superstorm Sandy, in 2017 for victims of Hurricane Harvey, played a leading role
in the "Kentucky United" efforts that generated more than $5 million for victims of devastating tornadoes in Western Kentucky in 2021, and
raised nearly $4 million with the Kentucky Flood Relief Telethon and open practice at Rupp Arena in 2022.

Calipari launched his THE CALIPARI FOUNDATION in 2012 and has worked with several key partners to donate more than $1.5 million,
a figure that does not include matching funds that have been contributed from individuals and corporations. In 2013, Calipari initiated hosting
an annual alumni weekend around his basketball fantasy experience with the intent to raise money for charity. After generating $350,000 for
selected organizations and charities during the inaugural game, the weekend has generated millions of dollars for charity since its inception.

In 2019, when federal workers were without pay due to a government shutdown, he, his wife and his foundation assisted workers with
financial help and grocery gift cards. He and his wife, Ellen, teamed up with Fayette County Public Schools to help families in need during
the COVID-19 pandemic.

Additional efforts include spearheading the creation of the JOHN MCLENDON MINORITY LEADERSHIP INITIATIVE, a nationwide
coach-driven initiative to provide minorities a jump-start to their careers through practical experiences, opportunities to build their network
and instilling the values of John McLendon: integrity, education, leadership and mentorship. Participants in the initiative will be known as
MLI Future Leaders.

He was awarded the Jefferson Award for Outstanding Public Service in Sports by Multiplying Good in 2022. For more than 50 years, Multiply-
ing Good has honored those who put others first. Those receiving the Jefferson Award are empowered to do more, while their stories of ex-
traordinary public service inspire others to action. It is an award that underscores impact. He earned the Race Amity Medal of Honor in 2023.
OTHER SUCCESS

In 2017, Coach Cal was named the head coach of the 2017 USA Basketball Men's U19 World Cup Team, which finished third at the 2017 FIBA U19
World Cup in Cairo. Also, he won gold as head coach of the 2012Dominican Republic team at the Centrobasket Championship.

Author of five books, including the New York Times Best Seller “Players First: Coaching from the Inside Out,” Calipari is a master of com-
munication and maximizing talent. He lives by the motto that “it's never a matter of how far you have fallen, but instead it's about
how high you bounce back.”

Calipari's on-court suceess is well publicized and culminted with the highest honor in the sport by being inducted into the Naismith
Hall of Fame. Off the court, Coach Calipari's impact has been felt in his community and abroad. In 2012, he founded the John Calipari
Foundation which has partnered with many organizations, including: Samaritan’s Feet, 4 Paws for Ability, One Parent Scholar House and
Team Focus. He has partnered with the American Red Cross to raise millions of dollars to help people affected by disasters such as the
2010 Haitian earthquake, 2012 Superstorm Sandy, and the 2022 flooding in Eastern Kentucky. He helped spearhead the creation of the
John McLendon Minority Leadership Initiative, a national coach-driven initiative to provide minorities with a jump-start to their careers.

Cavipart Receives JEFFERSON AWARD

John Calipari received the Jefferson Award for Outstanding Public Service in Sports by Multiplying Good on Nov. 2, 2022. For more
than 50 years, Multiplying Good has honored those who put others first. Those receiving the Jefferson Award are empowered to do more,
while their stories of extraordinary public service inspire others to action. It is an award that underscores impact.

Founded over 50 years ago by Jackie Kennedy Onassis, Sen. Bob Taft Jr., and Sam Beard, Multiplying Good is the world's most foremost
and highly celebrated organization focused on and honoring public service.

Other recipients of the Jefferson Award include Arthur Ashe, Tom Brokaw, Larry Fitzgerald, Betty Ford, John Glenn, Bob Hope, Steve
Jobs, Shaquille 0'Neal, General Colin Powell, John D. Rockefeller and Oprah Winfrey. Calipari is the first men’s college basketball coach
to receive the honor.

Cavipart Namep SporTing News' Coach oF THE DEcADE
Underscored by more victories than any other coach or program, more Final Four appearances, a record number of NBA Draft picks and the
2012 national championship, John Calipari was named the College Basketball Coach of the Decade by Sporting News in January 2020.
In a piece penned by national writer Mike DeCourcy, Sporting News credited Calipari for changing the college basketball landscape.
Detailing Calipari's success - what DeCourcy described as a “college basketball revolution” - DeCourcy wrote that “no one defined the
2010s in the same way as Calipari ... nor achieved the same degree of consistent success.”

CavipaRI UNRIVALED IN CONFERENCE

John Calipari has won a combined 16 league regular-season championships in his career (including six Southeastern Conference
titles). That is seven more than the next-closest coach in the SEC (Bruce Pearl has nine). Calipari has won a combined 15 conference
tournament titles in his career (six in the SEC), 10 more than his closest competitor (Nate Oats with five).

Calipari has tallied a 406-131 (75.6%) all-time record within conference play as a head coach and owns a 198-65 (75.3%) record
since joining the SEC.

Although he's been publicly outspoken against conference tournaments - only because he doesn't favor playing three or more games
on consecutive days to win the tournament - his teams have gotten up for them. Calipari's teams at UMass, Memphis and Kentucky
have been to 19 conference championship games in his career, winning a remarkable 15 of them. Calipari is 58-16 (78.4%) all-time in
conference tournaments, including 24-8 (75.0%) in the SEC. Calipari ranks third in SEC Tournament wins all-time.

There's No Piace Like Home

John Calipari-coached teams have posted an all-time record of 473-58 (88.7%) record at home.

Calipari's best home winning streak came when he began his career at UK with a 54-game home win streak at Rupp Arena. He addition-
ally had a 42-game home win streak at UK (2014-17).

He has gone undefeated at home 10 times overall - adding seven times with just one loss - while going undefeated at home in league
play 14 times.

Lire Away From HoMe Isn'T So Bap EiTHER

As good as John Calipari's team’s have been at home, they're pretty good in hostile environments on the road. His teams are 215-131
(62.1%) overall on the road. However, dating back to the 2005-06 season, Calipari has recorded a 131-65 (66.8%) record on the road.

At neutral-site venues, his teams are 167-73 (69.6%) including six seasons with at least 10 neutral-site wins.

Cavuipari IN ELiTE CompANY WiTH CONFERENCE CHAMPIONSHIPS

When Kentucky clinched a share of the 2017 Southeastern Conference championship, John Calipari became the first NCAA Division |
coach to lead three different programs (UMass, Memphis, Kentucky) to five on-court regular-season league titles three different times.

~ UMass won five Atlantic 10 titles (1992, ‘93, 94, ‘95 and '96).

~ Memphis claimed five Conference USA crowns (2004, '06, 07, ‘08 and ‘09).

~ Kentucky captured the SEC Championship six times (2010, 12, 15, 16, ‘17 and ‘20).

Perhaps more impressive is that Calipari has 31 combined regular-season and tournament championships. That trails only Mark Few of
Gonzaga (41 titles) and Kentucky's Adolph Rupp (41) for the most combined championships. Bill Self (Kansas) also has 31 combined titles.

Entering the 2024-25 NBA season, Calipari's NBA pros have amassed almost $4 billion in career NBA contracts, which doesn't include
endorsement deals and players on overseas contracts. His former players that were on NBA rosters made nearly $2.3 billion in their career
while players on currrent NBA rosters are signed to make $1.9 billion under current contracts. For the 2024-25 NBA season alone, Cal's
players are set to earn over $475 million.
