e This week, junior center Clara Strack was named to the Naismith Defensive Player of
the Year Top 25 Watch List.
e Strack, who was named the Southeastern Conference Defensive Player of the

Year in 2024-25, has 63 blocks this season, which is first in the league and sec-
ond in the nation. The 6-5 center, who’s presence and defensive footwork forces
opponents to take altered shots, is just 10 blocks away from tying the single-sea-
son school record, which she set as a sophomore last season on 73 blocks.

“key” starter Teonni Key.

e  ROAD WARRIORS: One other contributing factor to UK’s NET could be its nonconfer-
ence road game schedule in 2025-26. UK played seven games away from home in its
first 12 games of the season, while it went 5-0 in true road games and 1-1 in neutral
site games during that stretch.

e UK held three of its five nonconference, true road game opponents to 48 points
or fewer. Prior to this season, UK has only accomplished that defensive scoring
feat three times total in the last 16 seasons (from 2009-10 to 2024-25).

She set a career-high eight assists against NKU on Nov. 7, 2024.

e FUN FACT: She trained and played like a guard growing up because she didn’t hit her
growth spurt until later in high school, which also already had a true center on the

Game at Buffalo on Nov. 9, which the versatile center paired with 12 rebounds, four
blocks, two assists and a steal.

e She became the first UK player to record as many as 27 points, 12 rebounds,
four blocks, two assists and one steal in a game since at least 2002-03, while
she became just the fourth SEC player to have those numbers in a game since
at least 2002-03 (and the first since South Carolina’s Alaina Coates in 2016).

e But she became the lone SEC player to have those numbers while also
making a 3-pointer since at least 2002-03.
Hamburg High School, where she became the first girls’ basketball player to go
Division | and has school records for most points in a game (male or female) (47 as
a junior), most points in a season (637 as a junior) and most career points (male or
female) (1,775), hosted a meet and greet for her and the team the night before.

e More than a hundred folks and media members came out to take pictures, get

autographs and meet Strack and the team.

TONIE MORGAN: LEADING THE NATION

ANOTHER VETERAN RUNNING POINT

Kentucky - and the former point guard himself Kenny Brooks - found success with a
veteran running the one last season so it added another for 2025-26.

e FUN FACT: When asked if Tonie Morgan can fill Georgia Amoore’s shoes in a
preseason interview, Kenny Brooks affectionately said, “I didn’t ask Tonie to fill
Georgia’s shoes, | asked her to bring her own shoes.”

Tonie Morgan, a 5-9 point guard, played the last three seasons at Georgia Tech,
appearing in 96 games and making 95 starts. She combined for for 1,261 points, 543
rebounds, 468 assists and 116 steals, becoming a 3x all-conference team talent.

e She is coming off her junior season in 2024-25, where she averaged 13.7 ppg,
4.5 rpg, 5.6 apg and 1.0 spg and shot 48.9% from the field.

BEST OF THE BEST

Through Jan. 28, Tonie Morgan is the only player in the nation averaging at least 14.0
ppg and 8.0 apg.
She is first in the nation in assists (189) and second in assists per game (8.6).
e She has eight games with at least 10 assists this season.
e She has the most games with at least 10 assists in a single season by an
SEC player (eight) since Texas A&M'’s Curtyce Knox in 2016-17 (15).
e She is the first player in program history to have five games with at least
12 assists.
e She has the most regular season SEC games with at least 12
assists in a single season by an SEC player since at least 2002-03
(4).
e She is the first player in program history to have multiple SEC games
with at least 13 assists.
e She is the first player in program history and the only player in the SEC

lead 16.6 ppg on 50.8 percent shooting from the field and 48.4 percent from the
arc (15-of-31).

e Through just the SEC schedule (eight games) as of Jan. 28, she is averaging a team-lead
17.8 ppg, which is ninth in the league.

e Overall in 2025-26, she has led the team in scoring on a team-lead nine occasions,
including a team-lead five 20+ point games.

e Her 16 assists tied the 43-year-old, single-game school record set by Patty Jo
Hedges in 1982.
e In fact, no UK player had even made as many as 12 assists since 2015.

e Just before that game, she had back-to-back games of nine assists vs. Monmouth on
Nov. 6 and at Buffalo on Nov. 9. She became the only UK player to have at least nine
assists twice within the first three games of a season since at least 2002-03.

e FUN FACT: As of Jan. 28, her 16 assists are tied as the nation’s single-game high.

e Through 22 games in 2025-26, Tonie Morgan already has 189 assists. For perspective,
through 22 games last season, All-American Georgia Amoore had 162 assists.

e UK concluded the season as one of only two teams in the
nation to have two players averaging at least 8.3 rebounds
per game.
e The Triplets were all averaging more than 9.0 rpg at one point last
season, just the fifth trio in NCAA DI women’s basketball history to
set that benchmark.

e Kentucky returned its three leading shot blockers from a team that
contributed to a nation-leading 7.0 bpg in 2024-25.

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e Brooks has said numerous times that he wouldn’t call this team
a “3-point shooting team” but through 22 games it has already
knocked down 195, while its 8.9 3PG is third in the Southeastern
Conference and ranks 20th in the nation.

e For context, through 22 games last season, his team had
192 3s... and that was a squad that - in that time - set the
single-game team school record against Mississippi State
(18) and made the second most 3s in program history at
the end of the season (251), which was just one shy of
tying the single-season school record of 252 set in 2019-20.

e  Fast forward to this season, UK dropped 17 3s against Monmouth
on Nov. 6, which set a new second-most in program history.

e  Lexi Blue scored a career-high and team-high 18 points on
6-of-7 from 3... she even made her first six attempts to sit
6-0f-6 going into the fourth quarter.

e  Her 85.7 3FG% is the highest in a UK game (with a
min. of seven attempts) since March 26, 2013 (85.7
3FG% — also 6-of-7 — by A’dia Mathies vs. Dayton).

e The Wildcats are 18-2 under head coach Kenny Brooks when they
make at least 10 3s.

UNDERRATED DEFENSE...
e Kentucky has held its opponents below their scoring averages in
20-0f-22 games this season.

e UK has played (and beat) the No. 1 and No. 2 scoring
offenses in the country thus far, holding them to an aver-
age of 32.9 below their scoring averages at the time of
the game.

e While LSU was leading the nation in scoring offense
on 108.0 ppg, UK held LSU to 78 points.

petitive in a conference that was new to almost all of them.

e That collection would go on to earn a 23-8 overall record
in 2024-25, including an 11-5 mark in the Southeastern
Conference to finish in fourth place in the loaded league.

e Inthe process, Brooks tied the late Terry Hall as the quick-
est head coaches in program history to reach their first 20
wins at UK (24 games).

Kenny Brooks, who was chosen as the 2025 Sporting News National Coach of the Year, was named the ninth
head coach of the University of Kentucky women’s basketball program on March 26, 2024. He enters his sec-
ond season as the Wildcats’ head coach in 2025-26, while he enters his 24th season overall as a head coach.

Career Wins Boasting a 540-212 (.718) career record through 23 seasons as a head coach across his times at James Madi-
son, Virginia Tech and Kentucky, Brooks has compiled five Colonial Athletic Association Tournament titles, four
CAA regular-season titles, one Atlantic Coast Conference Tournament title, one ACC regular-season title, 11

Brooks’ first season at the helm of the Kentucky Wildcats was nothing short of sensational. He hit the ground
running in Spring 2024, recruiting 11 players and hiring 11 coaches and staffers that would end up being com-
Losing Season in 23 Seasons petitive in a conference that was new to almost all of them. That collection would go on to earn a 23-8 overall
record in 2024-25, including an 11-5 mark in the Southeastern Conference to finish in fourth place in the
loaded league. In the process, Brooks tied the late Terry Hall as the quickest head coaches in program history

to reach their first 20 wins at UK (24 games). Brooks also joined Hall as just the second head coach in program
i | @ history to begin their first season at UK undefeated through seven games.
. The Wildcats, who earned five ranked triumphs, ranked as high as No. 8 in the Associated Press poll on the
20-Win Seasons season, while they went on to earn the four seed and double bye at the SEC Tournament and the four seed

and hosting privileges in the NCAA Tournament. The Cats broke or tied 12 school records before ending the
season as the nation’s leader in blocks per game (7.0). Meanwhile, star-studded point guard Georgia Amoore —
: | : | who he affectionally refers to as his mini-me — went on to earn consensus All-America, Nancy Lieberman Point
Guard of the Year Top Five Finalist, ESPN Newcomer of the Year, SEC Newcomer of the Year and All-SEC First
Team — among others — before being picked No. 6 overall in the 2025 WNBA Draft by the Washington Mystics,

while his sophomore center Clara Strack earned Lisa Leslie Center of the Year Top 10 Finalist, SEC Defensive
Regular-Season and Conference Player of the Year, All-SEC Second Team and SEC All-Defensive Team.

Tournament ChamplonShlpS The excitement abounded for the program Brooks built off the court, too, with reserved season tickets selling

out prior to the season, and four home games, including its final three home games, selling out in advance of

the tip times.

Brooks arrived in Lexington after serving eight seasons as the head coach at Virginia Tech. Under his guidance,
NCAA Tournament Appea rances the Hokies enjoyed eight consecutive winning seasons (2017-24) and made four straight appearances in the
NCAA Tournament (2021-24). He also produced a record amount of ACC win totals, ranked wins and postsea-
son accolades in that time. Brooks joined Virginia Tech after an impressive 14-season stint as head coach at
James Madison University, where he compiled a record of 337-122 (.756), which made him the winningest
coach in school history. Brooks guided the Dukes to 11 consecutive postseason appearances, including six
NCAA bids and five trips to the WNIT.
